In comparison,
89.4 percent of the U.S. civilian labor force is employed, and 10.6 percent are unemployed. In five years the rate of employment in the market
area will be 93.3 percent of the civilian labor force, and unemployment will be 6.7 percent. The percentage of the U.S. civilian labor force that
will be employed in five years is 92.9 percent, and 7.1 percent will be unemployed.
